DORIS DAY .. QUE SERA SERA 

Doris Day, the fresh-faced singer and ac-
tress who was a ray of sunshine during 
the 1950s and ’60s, when she ruled the 
box office, has died at 97.  

Doris Day was an American actress, sing-
er, and animal-welfare activist. She began 
her career as a big-band singer in 1939, 
her first hit recording being "Sentimental 
Journey" in 1945 with Les Brown & His 
Band of Renown. After leaving Brown to 
embark on a solo career, she recorded 
more than 650 songs from 1947 to 1967.  

Despite her seemingly perpetually sunny 
and smiling exterior, Day’s life took a 
number of tragic turns, including the 
death of her only child, three divorces and the death of another husband who turned out to have 
squandered her earnings, leaving her deeply in debt. 

Her 1976 tell-all book, Doris Day: Her Own Story, chronicled her money troubles and three failed 
marriages, contrasting with the happy publicity of her Hollywood career. 

She was married four times but only had one child, Terry Melcher, who died in 2004 after battling 
melanoma. 

Your Editor now has an excuse to continue singing Que Sera Sera and Sentimental Journey at eve-
ry Hostel and Nursing Home I play at for some time to come!!   I never thought that I would be sing-
ing Doris Day songs, but there you go! Que Sera Sera

Hundreds enjoy perfect weather at 2019 National Folk Festival 
 

The promise of a perfect world - even for five days - is much easier to deliver on when the weather is 
good.  The 2019 National Folk Festival, which wrapped up on Easter Monday, came as close as possi-
ble to its signature motto, with hundreds of people "finding their folk" under brilliant Canberra autumn 
skies. 
Festival director Pam Merrigan said the latest instalment of the 53-year-old institution had been the 
best yet, with 22 international acts performing alongside local favourites, 1980s stalwarts and fledgling 
musicians.  "International artists love the way we run it - it's a really inclusive, almost community-

based event and they start to feel part of our 'perfect world'," she said. 
"We like to say that we provide five days in a perfect world, and they come here to be part of that. We 
don't put them backstage, they're in among the crowds." Ms Merrigan said while it was too early to 
confirm audience numbers, ticket sales had remained steady over the past few years, and the event - 
held in Canberra every Easter - had an equally steady future.  "My thing is, if I can get people here, I 
know they'll come back, because what we do is very diverse," she said. 
"Folk is diverse, so don't be put off by the word. It's the name we started with back in 1967, and that's 
who we are, that's what we do, and we do it pretty well, I think.”

Lots of planning – What to wear? How many shoes/sandals? How 
many shorts and bathers – it’s still summer – right? 

And of course, as a keen musician, would I get a chance to play? 

We travelled with car and caravan on the Spirit of Tasmania and 
a calm sea. Wiki-Camps App and Camps Australia Wide #9 book 
were invaluable. 
As they say “ This is Devonport – relax!”. And we did just that. 
From our first overnighter at East Devonport Footy Ground to the 
grassy banks of the Meander River at Deloraine, our days settled 
into a pattern of Seeing The Sights and Doing The Tours from 
10am – 4pm. Then back to camp to enjoy the rest of the day, 
meet new friends and exchange info about what to see and do 
next. So our itinerary tended to change a bit as we spoke to peo-
ple along the way. 
The most travelled fireplace sat atop our roof rack for 5 weeks, 
unused due to a strict fire ban. The trusty Makita battery operated 
chainsaw inspired much ‘Chain-Saw-Envy’ at camps when the 
fire ban was lifted. 
At last -fire going, drink in hand, time to relax a bit more and have 
some music.

Often, 
others wandered over to join in. The good old ‘Uke Book of 
Songs’ was a winner. I even got to accompany an opera singer 
(on the cello!) at Mt Field National Park. Everything Andrew Web-
ber. Enchanting! 
Many highlights – Sulphur Creek, Stanley, Corrina, Lake Mac-
quarie, Cradle Mountain, Dove Lake, Ben Lomond and The Road. 
Eek!, Richmond, Lake Pedder, Gordon Dam, Cockle Creek, Bay 
of Fires. Lovely people. Amazing fauna and flora. 
Totalling 8 free camps, 9 nearly free camps, 3
